The need truly is 
great in this part of the country. Out of these ten cities, we know of only three of these that have a solid 
fundamentalist church. 
 
We will soon be relocating to the city of Ouro Preto do Oeste. It is located about 27 miles north of the second 
largest city in the state and about 27 miles south of another one of the ten largest cities. All three of these cities 
have a great need. The total population of this area is around 220,000 people.  
 
Our goal is to be moved there by the end of June. Please pray that the Lord would provide housing for our families 
in that city. We will be traveling down there next week to continue our search for a place to rent.  
 
The most exciting thing in all of this is seeing the possibilities that lie ahead. We have seen many people in these 
areas looking for a good church. One man told us that though there are many churches in Ouro Preto, there is a 
great need for a church that preaches the Gospel and opens the Bible to teach the truths directly from God's Word. 
There is much work to be done and we are looking forward to getting started.
